VTEA and Tech Prep Increases for 2002-03

The House Appropriations Committee has appropriated $150 million extra for VTEA, 12% of which goes to California.  That equals to $18 million plus $400,000 for Tech Prep to be distributed to 71 districts.  The bill still needs to go to the Senate for passage.
