VTEA Four-Year Plan  

Arvid Spor distributed copies of the VTEA Four-Year Plan. He emphasized that for the purposes of the report, not only those vocational programs that receive VTEA funding but all existing vocational programs in a given campus must meet the requirements of all the 8 required uses. Arvid Spor had already met with faculty at the Industry and Technology Division Council meeting. There he talked about the importance of job retention, and increase of females in male oriented programs and males in female oriented occupations.

Arvid Spor also clarified the term non-traditional occupational field. He stated that non-traditional is the occupation where less than 25% of the employees represent the non-traditional gender.

Division Brochures

Arvid Spor distributed samples of the new Business Division brochures, which were funded by VTEA dollars. He said that the purpose of these new, colorful brochures is to promote El Camino’s vocational programs for incoming students. Arvid Spor would like to see other divisions that offer vocational classes create similar brochures by sharing a common theme. These brochures would contain information on job opportunities, wages, labor market information. They would also list a contact person whom students can contact for more information. 

Distribution of VTEA brochures

Susan Dever suggested that the Library Media Technology Center (LMTC) and the TOP Lab would be possible areas where the VTEA brochures can be displayed. Ron Way added that a rotary rack could be used for the display of such information. 

VTEA Equipment Audit

Arvid Spor informed VTEA Council members about the VTEA equipment tracking that our college is required to do. He was told that the VTEA office needs to have a list of file that shows all equipment purchased with VTEA dollars. Ray Roney suggested that a meeting is set up with Bob Gann, Alex Kelly and Arvid Spor. The purpose of this meeting would be to discuss how such tracking could be coordinated campus-wide.

VTEA Survey

Over 12,000 students enrolled in vocational programs have been surveyed during the month of October. Arvid Spor announced that all divisions returned their completed surveys in a timely manner. At the present time, they are being scanned in the Information Technology Division. A similar survey will be conducted during the spring semester.
