Joe Georges gave an update on ITS works in progress, adding that updating the College Technology Plan remains the focus of the College Technology Committee, of which the ATC is a subcommittee.  At the next ATC meeting, we will return to a review of the College Technology Plan, so that Academic Affairs input will continue to be available to the CTC. 

Next on the agenda was a review of the highest academic software purchase priorities of each instructional division and the Learning Resources Unit, as well as a review of the various  campuswide critical software needs.  The committee reached a consensus as to which items should be bought for the 2003-2004 fiscal year.  The costs total $119,672, which may be at least a little higher after adding in taxes, shipping and handling.  Although projected costs are over the allotted $118,000 for this year, it was suggested that these items should be submitted.  Committee members were asked before the next meeting to obtain up-to-date quotes, as well as the additional costs for taxes, shipping and handling. 

For those other urgent, but not critical, needs, the committee was reminded that there might be additional funds available later this year if there is no midyear budget cut or other emergency.
