1. Review process of recommendations from other committees – It was suggested to rephrase this statement to say that this is primarily a communication body and that if items do come to this body requiring recommendations then we can act on as such.  It is believed that this is primarily a communication body not a recommending body.  It is noted that there are times when the President does ask for a recommendation from this body.  It is also a function of this committee to make sure that all constituent groups are well informed on important issues.  The Academic Senate has the responsibility to keep students in the loop on issues that affect them.  Student participation is important on the Academic Senate.  It should be determined what type of information goes out and to who it goes to.

Don Brown will check on the status of the Division Council for Instructional Services.
