TEST TAKING TIPS

1. NEVER CHANGE AN ANSWER – Normally, your 1st choice (guess) is correct.

2. What is the correct answer when you don’t know the question?

a. House   
b. Apartment  
c. Condo  
d. Field

3. On sentences where you just don’t know what they are saying, try reading just the answers to see what they are saying; try reading just the answers to see if they fit a pattern like:
a. True
b. False

c. True
d. True

4. On questions where you aren’t sure between two answers, but you know two answer options are incorrect, forget the question – start with the answers then go back and read the question using the two correct answers.

a. True
b. False

c. True
d. False

5. Answers containing the words “MUST”, “ONLY”, “ALWAYS”, “NEVER” are usually not correct.

6. When in doubt, the longest answer is usually the correct one.

7. Read the stem and the answer together to see if it is a complete sentence.

Dogs are one animal:

a. always has four legs

b. that can be taught to perform tricks

c. when in the wild, tend to run in packs

d. are part of the feline grouping.
