4. Explain the name of the title of the film. Explain how it 
relates to the story itself.

5. When and where does the story take place? Explain the story's


strengths and weaknesses.

6. Give a list of the MAIN characters and briefly describe each--


list who played each part.

7. Name FOUR or more economic factors shown in the film and list 
THREE things you learned from watching the film.

8. What is your opinion of the story? Describe how you feel after


seeing the movie.

9. What is the purpose of the story? Could it be a real life 
story?

10. Describe how the economic factors could actually happen 
today.
