This assignment will have two parts – an argument preparation phase, and a class debate. 

Argument Preparation:

Individually, jot down several reasons to support your view on the issue above. Incorporate your reasons into a written argument of at least 100 words (about ½ of a typewritten, double-spaced page). Bring your work to the next class day.
In small groups, select the best written argument and indicate your selection by writing #1 on that argument and adding all the group’s names to that paper.

Class Debate:

The class will then divide in two groups of the pros and cons on the issue. Using their prepared papers, students will debate their reasons for being on one side or the other of the debate.  We will have time for brief presentations, questions, objections and general debate about the views presented.

As questions are asked and/or points are made that interest you, jot them down on the back of your paper.  Determine why you think the arguments were predominantly deductive or inductive.
Grading
At the end of class, everyone will submit their own papers, which will be assigned points as follows:

1. Individual papers: 17 points
2. Participation in small groups, prior to full class discussion: 3 points
