PRACTICE # 1

1. Using a 10 x 12 cassette 

2. Position the hand or foot phantom in the center of the crosswise cassette, with a 40 inch SID

3. Collimate to the part
PRACTICE # 2

1. Place a 8 x 10 cassette crosswise in the bucky

2. Align your primary beam perpendicular to the cassette
3. Use a 40 inch SID collimate to an 4 x 4 field size

PRACTICE # 3

1. Place a 11 x14 cassette lengthwise in the bucky

2. Angle the x-ray tube 15 degrees to the cephalic
3. Align the primary beam to the cassette, with a 40 inch SID

4. Position the hand or foot phantom in the center of the primary beam and collimate to 9 x 12 field size
PRACTICE # 4

1. Place a 14 x 17 cassette lengthwise in the upright bucky

2. Align your primary beam perpendicular to the cassette

3. Use a 72 inch SID collimate to a 12 x 15 field size

PRACTICE # 5

1. Place a 10 x 12 cassette lengthwise in the upright bucky

2. Angle the x-ray tube 30 degrees towards the floor

3. Align the primary beam to the cassette, with a 40 inch SID

4. Collimate to a 8 x 10 field size
