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The textbook and lectures lead the student through the laws, regulations, and landmark cases affecting business.

To be in business is to be in constant interaction with the law.  This course is based on the premise that a working knowledge of the framework of the legal system guides business people to make informed decisions and to manage the risk of legal liability more efficiently.

The goals of the course are: to enable the students to recognize legal issues with which they may be confronted in business operations, and to apply a basic legal analysis in the study of these issues, and to successfully communicate with attorneys and business management concerning business law issues.  This approach stimulates a respect for and appreciation of the American legal system.
