Even though the courses will not directly transfer, prospective music performance transfer
students are encouraged to take courses in music theory and sight singing. A solid preparation in these subjects will increase
the likelihood that the student will perform well on the Thornton placement exams and could reduce the number of courses
taken at USC after transfer.
