B.A. Music: Music 1, 2A, 2B, 3A, 3B or 3C, 11; Recommended courses for all concentrations: Music 18ab,
19abcd, 23abcd, 31A, 31B, 31C, 31D, 47ab, 48abcd; Foreign Language study in French, German or Italian

General Music: No additional courses

Music Education: Add Music 19abcd, 47abcd; students will be required to take a performance placement exam on
major instrument or voice and the piano proficiency exam (graduation requirement)

Performance: No additional courses

Note: Students must take the music proficiency exam (graduation requirement) to demonstrate a level of musicianship
skills appropriate for a university graduate majoring in music or two semester units of Advanced Musicianship (Music
309 at CSUDH) with grades of “B” or better. These skills include sight-reading, dictation, and aural comprehension
of the common elements of music: rhythm, melody, harmony, timbre, texture and dynamics. A piano proficiency
exam is required, or a record of at least two semester units of Advanced Piano Class (MUS 381, 382) with a grade of
“B” or better.

Note: B.A. and B.M. students must pass performance audition and take placement tests in musicianship, theory, and
history in order to receive credit toward fulfilling degree requirements. It is recommended that transfer students enter
the major with college-level private instrumental or voice instruction; two years of music theory; the history of western
music; ear training; sight-singing; sight-reading; and piano. All transfer students should pass the required piano (sight-
reading) examination no later than their second quarter of upper-division standing.

Preparation for the major includes the following lower division requirements: 1) One year of comprehensive music
theory course sequence, covering musicianship and theory, as well as keyboard skills if necessary. 2) Two years of
applied private instruction on a primary instrument or in voice. 3) Two years of participation in a large performance
group such as orchestra, choir, or wind ensemble. 4) A one year music history and analysis course sequence. 5) Music
education majors need one course in cultural or world music.

Strongly Recommended Courses: Music 3A, 3B, 3C, 8A, 8B, 15A, 15B, 23abcd, 31A, 31B, 31C, 31D; French 2,
German 2, Italian 2 or Spanish 2. Recommended for additional background: Music 5, 12, 13

Concentrations: Composition, Jazz Studies (under ethnomusicology), Performance, Music Education and
Theory

Note: The School of the Arts and Architecture offers the above concentrations. Admission is in the Fall quarter only.
Students will be reviewed for admission on the following criteria: 1) Audition — prior to the audition, applicants must
provide information as to their musical background in conducting, teaching/composing/arranging, honors and awards,
proposed area of specialization, professional goals in music. 2) Piano skills test 3) Completion of the IGETC prior to
transfer 4)Grade point average. Ethnomusicology is in the School of the Arts and Architecture and Music History is in
the School of Letters, Arts and Sciences. It is recommended that transfer students schedule an appointment with the
Music Department undergraduate advisor as early as possible during the application process.

Note: B.A., B.M., and B.S. students must audition and take placement exams in aural skills, theory, music history,
conduction, analysis orchestration and performance. These exams will determine placement in appropriate sequential
courses.

The USC Thornton School of Music does not automatically grant transfer credit for music classes. While USC does
not accept some music classes as transfer credit, in most cases, music courses can only be used to meet general
education or elective requirements. Music courses taken outside of USC cannot be used to satisfy music major
requirements. Admitted transfer students will be given the opportunity to take placement tests in courses like music
theory and aural skills. Based on the student's performance on the placement exam(s) the student will be placed in the
course level which is appropriate for his/her level of knowledge. Even though the courses will not directly transfer,
prospective music performance transfer students are encouraged to take courses in music theory and sight singing. A
solid preparation in these subjects will increase the likelihood that the student will perform well on the Thornton
placement exams and could reduce the number of courses taken at USC after transfer. **USC’s deadline (December
1*") for music majors to receive materials and the application is different than the February 1* deadline for all other
majors.
