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Introduction

The El Camino College-Compton Center Annual Factbook is a reference source containing trend data about students, student
outcomes, and instructional programs and services. The data in the factbook provides background information to facilitate
policy analysis and decision making. It should be a useful tool in college and departmental planning, grant preparation, and in
the accreditation process. It is our hope that the information provided is used to objectively evaluate programs and practices
as well as visualize the trends that affect El Camino College’s current and future operations.

Information has been disaggregated by age, gender and ethnicity
where appropriate.

In addition, data from the National Student
Clearinghouse was used to provide transfer destination information. The National Student Clearinghouse is a national, non-
profit organization that offers access to enrollment and degree records.
