General Business: 

• TUSD Dual Enrollment Inquiry (Scott) 
o TUSD has expressed interest in having ESL Dual Enrollment classes (particularly reading classes – the 52 

series) on the North High campus during the summer.  Classes will be held 4 days per week.  Scott 
shared handouts showing the assessment process (ELD Proficiency Levels) TUSD is using to determine 
which level to offer. 

o Faculty approved using the ELD Proficiency Levels to determine the level, and agreed that if any 
questions arise later Allison will be delegated to use her expertise to determine the level. 

• Brown Bags (Allison) 
o Allison informed faculty that the first Brown Bag session will be Tuesday, April 2nd from 1:15-2:15 p.m. in 

H316 and the second will be Tuesday, May 7th.  Jenny will be presenting at the April session.  Faculty 
interested in presenting for future sessions should email Allison.
