He transferred to 
USC, where he earned a bachelor’s degree in guitar and lute performance. He also has a 
master’s degree from USC in classical guitar performance. Jon has performed solo and with 
ensembles, both locally and internationally. 
Bailey is an accomplished pianist and organist who performs regularly throughout Southern 
California and beyond, including genres from classical to Broadway, as well as most forms of 
commercial music. He is also the pianist/organist at Hope United Methodist Church and 
former piano instructor at the South Bay Conservatory.  He joined ECC Professor Joanna 
Nachef and her Ambassadors of Harmony to play piano in Carnegie Hall.
