CALL TO ORDER

Chair Young called the College Curriculum Committee meeting to order at 2:30 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chair Young asked if there were any corrections to the minutes from the September 25, 2007 CCC meeting.  As there was none, Chair Young called for a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  C. Somin moved and V. Lloyd seconded the motion.  The September 25, 2007 minutes were approved.
CHAIR’S REPORT

Chair Young informed the Committee that the Academic Senate approved the following wording for the Certificate of Achievement and that the wording had been recommended by the Counseling Division.

Certificate of Achievement

· A Certificate of Achievement is awarded to students who complete the prescribed program with a 2.0 grade point average.

· A Certificate of Achievement with Honors is awarded to students who complete the prescribed program with a 3.0 grade point average.

· A Certificate of Achievement with High Honors is awarded to students who complete the prescribed program with a 3.5 grade point average.

The certificate wording was presented to Cabinet on Monday, October 8, 2007.  President Fallo explained that he does not wish to forward the item to the Board at this time and stated that he wishes to make sure there was adequate student input in the decision.  Student Representative, V. Armstrong noted that he felt that the students had been adequately consulted in the process.  

The Academic Senate will determine the requirements for Certificate of Accomplishment, under 18 units which are not submitted to the System Office for approval and do not appear on student transcripts.  Chair Young informed the committee that she will schedule a meeting with Bill Mulrooney, Director of Admissions and Records, to discuss the issues surrounding these proposed changes.
Chair Young urged the committee to make their divisions and departments, including counterparts at the Compton Center, and student representatives aware of the discussion regarding Certificate of Accomplishment that will take place at the Academic Senate meeting Tuesday, October 16, 2007.  The formal first reading of the proposed certificate requirements will take place on Tuesday, October 30, 2007.
Chair Young will be meeting individually with Academic Deans to discuss the next set of certificate revisions that will be presented to the CCC for review on November 13, 2007.  Chair Young will also inform the Deans that the CCC may have some additional slots for additional proposals for the November 13, 2007 meeting.  They will be considered curriculum proposals requested by the Chair and will not fall under extenuating circumstances.  

CURRICULUM REVIEW
BEHAVIORAL AND SOCIAL SCIENCES PROPOSALS:
Chair Young informed the committee that the Stand Alone Course Approval Certification Form had been forwarded to the State, verifying that the committee had been trained on the course approval process.  Chair Young announced that the committee now has the authority to begin approving Stand Alone courses.
G. Miranda, Dean from Behavioral and Social Sciences division took the podium to present Psychology 22 and Physical Education 275 for Stand Alone course approval.  The courses had previously been approved by the committee, so this was the only action needed.  As there were no questions from the committee about these proposals, Chair Young asked for a motion to approve Psychology 22 and Physical Education 275 as Stand Alone courses.  V. Rapp moved, J. Siddiqui seconded, and the motion carried. 
G. Miranda also presented three proposals for IGETC status and course review.  As there were no questions from the committee regarding these proposals, Chair Young asked for a motion that Psychology 9A, Psychology 9B, and Sociology 109 be approved.  V. Rapp moved, C. Somin seconded, and the motioned carried.  Chair Young asked for a motion that the conditions of enrollment be approved.  L. Kjeseth moved, C. Somin seconded, and the motion carried. 
HUMANITIES PROPOSAL:

B. Jaffe, Associate Dean for the Humanities Division, took the podium to present 

Humanities 1.  This course was being presented for A.A./A.S., IGETC status, distance education and course review.  B. Jaffe introduced faculty member L Welsh.  She also thanked the committee for their suggestions, especially their recommendation that the objectives be expanded.  B. Jaffe distributed an errata sheet and proceeded to discuss each section where revisions were made.  She explained that L. Welsh put a great deal of time and effort into the revisions and was quite satisfied with the results.  B. Jaffe read the revised objectives to the committee.  A few minor modifications to this section were recommended and L. Welsh agreed to the changes. 

V. Lloyd inquired about the purpose of the course.  L. Welsh explained that in order to meet students’ needs it will be offered as a telecourse as well as online and a traditional on-campus course.  She went on to explain that, in this course, students will get an overview of the many facets of the humanities including, art, theatre, and music from various cultures in the hopes they might want to explore these areas in more detail in other courses.  Changes to Section V and VII were also agreed upon.  L. Kjeseth directed the committee’s attention to the Distance Education Addendum and recommended that “telecourse” be marked as a delivery method.  The committee agreed with the correction.   

Chair Young asked if there were any further questions about the Humanities 1 proposal.  Since there were none, Chair Young asked for a motion to approve the course.  V. Lloyd motioned and C. Somin seconded.  The motion carried.  Chair Young then asked for a motion to approve the conditions of enrollment.  A. Himsel motioned and C. Somin seconded.  The motion carried.  Chair Young asked for a motion to approve the Distance Education Version of the course.  L. Kjeseth motioned and V. Lloyd seconded.  The motion carried.  Chair Young thanked B. Jaffe and L. Welsh for their work on the revisions, noting that the course outline was strengthened because of their efforts. 

NATURAL SCIENCES PROPOSAL:

J. Shankweiler, Interim Dean of Natural Sciences, took the podium to present Astronomy 12. This course was being presented with revisions to prerequisites and for course review.  

J. Shankweiler distributed an errata sheet and described the changes in detail.  There were no questions from the committee regarding the proposal.  J Siddiqui commended the dean for presenting an errata sheet that was very well-developed and easy to follow. 
Chair Young asked for a motion to approve Astronomy 12.  V. Rapp moved, C. Somin seconded and the motion carried.  Chair Young asked for a motion to approve the conditions of enrollment.  V. Rapp moved, C. Somin seconded, and the motion carried.

PROPOSALS REVIEWED BY VPAA AND CHAIR YOUNG
Chair Young explained that included in the day’s handout was a memo from F. Arce and Chair Young recommending that the CCC approve the listed certificate title name changes.  Chair Young asked if there were any questions.  M. Lipe noticed the Radiologic Technology Certificate with low units was not listed on the memo.  Chair Young explained that Radiologic Technology Certificate revisions will come on the next round of title changes.  M. Hall offered clarification explaining that the Radiologic Technology certificate actually requires an associate in science degree with an additional 10.5 units.  Therefore, it is not a low-unit certificate.

A. Himsel asked that the definitions for the Certificate of Achievement and the Certificate of Accomplishment be e-mailed to the committee.  Chair Young agreed to provide this information and briefly outlined the Title 5 revisions regarding certificates.  She explained that a certificate comprised of 18 units or more, must be submitted to the System Office for approval.  It will be named a Certificate of Achievement and will appear on the students’ transcripts.  A certificate comprised of 12 -17 units can also be named a Certificate of Achievement if it is submitted to the System Office for approval.  It will appear on the students’ transcripts.  A certificate comprised of 17 units or less, which is not submitted to the System Office for approval, is named a Certificate of Accomplishment and will not appear on the students’ transcripts. 
Certificate Option name changes and inactivation’s from the Humanities, Behavioral and Social Sciences, Industry and Technology, Fine Arts, and Mathematical Sciences Divisions were presented.  As there were no questions, Chair Young asked for a motion to approve the Certificate name changes and inactivations.  L. Kjeseth moved, V. Rapped seconded, and the motion carried.  Chair Young explained that the next round of certificate changes would be more complicated as many divisions will be revising their certificates in order to meet the revised Title 5 requirements.  She also told the committee that there approximately 55 certificate options still in need of review.  
Chair Young asked the committee if there were any announcements.   As there were none, she asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting. C. Somin moved, A. Himsel seconded, and the motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:04 p.m.
