The meeting was called to order at 2:37 p.m.  The minutes of the previous meeting were approved as submitted.

Designated Parking Stalls
Signs for designated stalls for managers, directors and deans who pay $100 per year have been posted.  

Inner Campus Parking
In order to enhance safety on the inner campus, unnecessary vehicle traffic is restricted from driving in this area.

Enhanced Parking Permit Machines
New parking permit machines were installed at various locations around the campus.  The machines can be programmed with up to five multi-language screens, accept $5 bills, and gives change.  The goal is to replace the older machines at three machines per year.

Spring 2000 Parking Update
This semester has been the least amount of complaints from faculty.  During the first three weeks of the semester students were allowed to park in areas (tree line, red zones, up to curb lines) that are not authorized for parking during the semester.

Drivers have been dropping off students in front of the Social Sciences building which causes traffic to back-up.  A request was made to have the Lot J boot attendant advise drivers that Lot J should not be used as a drop-off point.  

Parking Enforcement Disabled Stalls

Police officers and cadets continue to enforce vehicles parking in disabled zones without placards and those persons who park in a disabled zone with someone else’s placard.  The courts are upholding abuse of handicap placards.

Visitor Parking Zones (30/ 40 Minutes)

Use of the 30/40-minute visitor parking zones is working well.

Pilot Program – County of Los Angeles
The County of Los Angeles is implementing a 9-month pilot program that will allow MTA buses the capability to change traffic lights along their route.  The Torrance buses will also be affected.  Mr. Lovell would like to be involved with this.

Student Parking Permits

Student parking permits are now printed with a hologram.  This has discouraged the use of illegally reproduced permits.

Round Table

Mike Stupy – Mr. Stupy has observed that parking has gotten better this semester.  The low enrollment may be the reason for this.
