Parking Committee Minutes

February 20,2002

The meeting was called to order at 3:03 pm. The minutes of the December 19, 2001 meeting were approved with the following corrections: Parking “Boot” at Lot J to  “Booth”

Recap of Spring 2002 Semester Parking
During the first three weeks of school, parking was impacted during the day.  On Tuesdays and Thursdays parking was impacted in the staff lots up until 9:30 am.  Students were allowed to park in certain areas that are not authorized for parking during the normal semester.  Parking at night was sufficient.  The committee members felt that parking went well.

Parking Lot Controller Repair
Some of the springs on the parking lot controllers need to be repaired.  The parts were difficult to find.  An order was placed recently, and when the parts come in repairs will be done by ECC facilities.

Reconfiguration of Parking Lot D and Along Stadium Way
When the remodeling of the Natural Sciences area begins, parking Lot B will be used for construction.  In order to accommodate staff parking which will be lost at Lot B when construction begins, one-half of Lot D Visitors, Stadium Way, and the cosmetology patron zones in Lot C will be converted into staff parking stalls.  

A recommendation was made to temporarily move the administrators’ stalls to the part of campus that will not impact parking in Lot C.  Parking Lot K was suggested as an area for administrators to park.

Signage Replacement
Signs that are weathered or difficult to see will be replaced.

Escort Service-Courtesy Tram
An escort tram service is offered in the evenings, Monday through Thursday from 6 pm to 10 pm.  It was requested that faculty share this information with the students in their classrooms.  At the next meeting, Mr. Lovell will bring information on handicap accessible vehicles. 

Additional Parking for Associated Student Organization

A motion was made to postpone making a decision on approving additional parking for the Associated Student Organization and address this issue at the October 16, 2002 meeting.  ASO would like 10 reserved stalls instead of 5 that are currently at Lot H and relocate the reserved stalls to Lot L (student / public parking).  The 5 stalls that are in Lot H are staff stalls and relocating the stalls to Lot L will free up the stalls to staff.
