Kids College

The parking situation for staff and faculty in Lot C was difficult this year due to construction in the area by Lot C in combination with the Kids College pickup and drop-offs.  There are six parking stalls that are for Kids College but not for picking up or dropping off kids.  The stalls are to be used for parents that need to come in to the office for a short period of time.  The District and the Police Department’s position in the matter is for the safety of the kids.  There is additional staff parking in lot H.
Parking Situation at New Auto Shops Area

Construction is currently underway.  Lot C south is accessible as of this past Monday. 
Parking for staff on the east side is gone.  

Status of Lot F

Lot F will reopen before school starts.  The west lanes will be closed and police personnel will need to cone off parts of the roadway so that no cars can drive through.  The fencing will come down.  Striping has not been redone and needs to be assessed before the recommendation to restripe.  Facilities will let the police department know the status of the striping.
Increased Parking Fines
As of August 24th, the fine for not having a valid permit will increase by $2.00 for a total of $40.00.
Increase in Daily Permit Price

As of August 24th, the daily permit will increase by $1.00 for a total of $3.00.  Exact change must be used at the permit machines.  The machines do not give change back.  The $3.00 permit price is still lower than the average price at most community colleges.
