Parking Committee Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 2:39 pm.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Fall 2001 Parking Update

During the first two weeks of school, students were not cited for parking in areas where cars would normally be cited. They were also allowed to park without a valid semester permit displayed.  Officers and cadets were located at areas where people drove around.  As the lots were filled students were directed to go to other available parking areas.  The only citations that were issued were cars parked illegally in staff stalls.

Beginning the third week of school, the police department resumed parking enforcement.

Designated Management Stalls

Managers desiring a designated parking stall pay $100 per year for the stall.

There is a problem with assigning a manager’s parking stall when the manager retires.  

A motion was made to have designated managers’ stalls that are vacant due to retirement of the manger assigned by seniority.  Yeh – 4,  No - 1

Special Event Parking

A Health Benefits Fair and a Mini Transfer Fair was recently held on the same day.  Parking was impacted at Lot B.  In the future when large events are held on campus, those attending the event will not be allowed to park at Lot B.  The permits that are issued will state “Not Valid in Lot B.”

Saturday Staff Parking Issue @ Lot B

Students are allowed to park in Lot B on Friday and Saturday.  Approximately 5 to 10 stalls will have signs stating staff parking only on Saturdays and Sundays.

Parking Lot Signage Improvements

There have been complaints regarding signage and citations that are issued at Lot C.  The hearing officer who handles parking appeals for the police department recommended better signage and bolder language on the staff only sign and the hours when students can park in that lot. 

Permit Machine Improvements

Two parking permit machine have been replaced with new machines with continuous flow tickets.

Emergency Telephones

The project to have the old emergency telephones replaced with the new Code Blue phones is done. The emergency phones sustain a tremendous amount of usage such as help with cars that have broken down, escort service, etc.

Discuss Parking Citation Appeal Process

When a parking citation is issued, there is a 21-day period to appeal the citation in writing. Once the appeal is received by Parking Services everything is frozen. The police department then reviews the appeal and a decision is made.  A postcard stating the decision is sent to the person.  If the person does not agree with the findings he/she can go to Step II, which is to request an Administrative Hearing.   The appeal process is on the District’s website.

Round Table

A suggestion was made to have 8 stalls in Lot L reserved for the Associated Student Organization executive board members. These stalls would be those closest to the Marsee Auditorium.  At the current time reserved parking stalls for the ASO executive board members are located in another parking lot.

Ray Lovell - The “district vehicle only” stall located in Lot C still has not been opened to regular staff.
