Parking Committee Meeting

The minutes of August 8th were approved.
Proposal to Adjust Daily Permit Price

The price of daily permits has been $2.00 since 1993 or even before.  Mike Trevis had been asked by Jo Anne Higdon to call other local community colleges to see what they charge for daily permits.  Prices ranged from $1.00 to $10.00 for a daily permit.  Jo Anne Higdon and Mike Trevis discussed adjusting the price by $1.00 for a total of $3.00 for a daily permit.  The proposal to adjust the daily permit price will be on the agenda at a future board meeting.  
Proposal to Adjust Parking Citation Fines
The last time the college had a parking citation fine adjustment was in 2005.  Several Senate Bills have passed since then that were required to raise the fees for the benefit of the state.  E.C.C. has not benefitted from any parking revenue adjustments since 2005.  An example of our parking citation fines would be $38.00 for having no permit.  For the same violation, fines from other colleges ranged from $35.00 to $53.00.  The proposal is to adjust the fine from $38.00 to $43.00, an adjustment of $5.00.
Lot C East Complaints

Dal Toruno received an email from a staff member over contact he had with a cadet it Lot C east.  The staff member was in a vehicle looking for a parking spot and was concerned that the cadet should not have told him to move on.  In that area, cadets monitor the lot to ensure the flow of traffic.  It creates an unsafe situation in that area when vehicles are blocking traffic, the dropping off of people and people waiting in their cars.  Some of the cars impeding traffic are also staff members and not just students.  The police department does check up on complaints and makes sure the cadets are doing their job.
Lot H Car Counter

Erick has been having problems with the car counter in Lot H.  If the counter needs to be fixed, who does he go to? Facilities or I.T.S?  The car counter is both mechanical and digital.  Chief Trevis suggested notifying both departments when there is a problem.
Parking Lot by Planetarium

When will the parking lot by the Planetarium reopen?  It is currently unknown.  It will be the staging area for future construction projects on that side of campus.  It is not anticipated to reopen for several years or when the new MCS building is done.
