Beginning of Semester Parking Update  

The construction and road closures on campus have impacted parking.  Campus Police have observed that the parking situation is still bad at this time of the semester.  They are allowing people to park out of stall and are enforcing visitor parking however, not for staff.  They have noticed that there is plenty of parking on the south end of the parking structure.

Road Closure by Marsee Auditorium
There is only one way in and out of the parking structure and that is from the north end from Manhattan Beach Boulevard.  The road from the Redondo Beach Boulevard side to the parking structure will remain closed until next semester. Signs have been posted and students are aware of the road closure.  Mass emails were sent out and notification of the closure is posted on the college’s website.
Signal Light RBB/Lot F 

The signal light at Redondo Beach Boulevard and Lot F is in progress.  Before construction of the light can take place, Southern California Edison has to move one of their poles.  Once that is done, the signal light will go up.  A pedestrian crosswalk has been approved to go up in that area as well. 
No Skateboarding Signs throughout Campus
A staff member recommended to the Chief of Police to put up the “No Skateboarding” signs throughout campus.  Temporary signs have been posted at major entrances and more permanent signs need to be ordered.  Staff and faculty have been giving positive feedback on the signs.  Campus Police has been enforcing skateboarding on campus and for the most part, the students have been cooperating.  
Lot C (South) – Back to Staff Parking
Lot C, by the bookstore and cosmetology, has been turned back to staff parking as of October 1st.

Eliminate North Field Parking
The north field is currently not usable as a playing field and for now will remain being used for general parking.
Roundtable
Sharin Nakayama – The Special Resource Center wanted an update on the parking structure phase or stage.  In response she was told that there are no phases for the structure however phase 3 of the infrastructure will be taking place around December, with a probable start at the Marsee auditorium. The SRC would like to have areas taped off or blockades put up for the impaired.
Campus Police is still giving out the temporary 45 day handicap parking permits.
Where will the blue curbs be in the new parking structure?  There will be elevators and handicap stalls on every level and also handicap stalls on the perimeter of the structure.  Sharin’s concern was the need to have evacuation chairs on every level.
