Beginning in high school, South 
Bay Promise students receive special instruction 
and counseling that eases the transition to college 
and keeps them on track to transfer to a four-year 
college.

Students who can afford to enroll full-time are 
more likely to complete their degree in two years, 
saving significant time and money over their 
lifetimes. The Foundation distributes $1 million 
in scholarships annually allowing students to 
focus on their studies.
