Hours for the Spring semester have been updated for the Warrior Pantry & Closet, Tuesday, Noon — 5:00 p.m.,
Wednesday, 10:00 a.m. — 3:00 p.m. Thursday, 10:00 a.m. — 3:00 p.m. We open later on Tuesday to give our staff
time to pick up and clean our weekly produce deliveries in the morning.

The Basic Needs Center is open Monday — Thursday 9:00 a.m. — 5:00 p.m. to assist students with advisement and
referrals. Our new Warrior Resource Program (WRP) will focus on high need students this term and provide
weekly case management and support. Our goal is to serve 125 students with personalized assistance.
Everytable contract is finalized and we will begin receiving deliveries on Tuesdays each week. The fifty meals we
receive will be provided to our homeless students first and the remaining meals will be provided to students at
our pantry.

California Higher Education Basic Needs Alliance (CHEBNA) 2024 Summit — February 21 — 22: The Basic Needs
Center staff will attend the 2024 CHEBNA Summit next week. Students, staff, faculty and community partners
will explore the efforts of advancing basic needs security in order to address student success on an individual,
communal and institutional level.

The Metro U-Pass invoice for Fall 2023 came in at $48,039.25 and the BPO with the bookstore is currently being
increased to cover the cost. The Metro U-Pass for Spring has dropped from $101.25 in the fall to $66.50 so we
expect much less cost for the spring.
